IRF – INTERNATIONAL RIESLING FOUNDATION 

The International Riesling Foundation Scale puts Rieslings into categories 
based on the taste of the wine, not the technical profile – dry, medium dry, 
medium sweet and sweet.

The biggest challenge when buying Riesling is knowing exactly what it is they 
enjoy and knowing what each wine is like from the label.
